Watched:  observed  stared  gawked   glared 

Invited:   beckoned  tempted  lured  enticed 

Spoke:   whispered  roared  growled  snarled 

Walked:   strolled  ambled wandered  meandered 

Smiled:   grinned  smirked  beamed 

Frowned:   brooded  scowled  glared 

Thought:   considered  wondered  contemplated 

Hurt:   wounded  injured  insulted  

Moved:   danced  leapt  tumbled  skipped 

Other:   waved  blinked  pointed threatened 

Common objects to personify 

Celestial:  Sun  Stars  Sky  Moon 

Plants:  Flowers  Trees  Grass  Leaves 

Weather:  Thunder and Lightning Snow  Wind  Rain  

Nature:  Rivers  Lakes  Mountains  Cliffs 

Other:  Light   Sound  Heat   Cold 

Animals:  Any animal you like
